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In the Republic of the Fiji Islands, nearly half the population are Indo-Fijians who have
been living there for four generations. While ethnic Fijians were divided into several political
parties, the majority of the Indo-Fijians gathered around the Fiji Labour Party and established
governments twice: in 1987 and in 1999. But in 1987 after one month, and in 2000 after one year,
these governments were overthrown by indigenous coups. This multiracial state has declared
“national unity” as its slogan since independence, but this has become unrealistic. Today Fiji
needs a realistic agenda. That is “national reconciliation.”

The indigenous Fijians are also migrants, but they have been in Fiji since time immemorial.
Some may say there is no difference among migrants. But there is a clear difference between
migrants who came by canoe in legend and migrants who came by steamship. It is the former
who can claim “indigenousness.” Nevertheless there are questions over why Indo-Fijians are
not indigenized after four generations and how long it will take for their indigenization to
occur. It is not a question of time, but of social, economic and especially political circumstances.
The indigenous people maintain their intimate relationship with land which the people of the
diaspora lost long ago. This is the main difference between the two migrant groups. However in
the colonial period the British government deprived Fijians of their sovereignty and relegated
them to a marginal situation in which both the diasporic and the indigenous Fijians had the
same problem. Today in this fractured nation it is difficult for the two groups to find ways of
reconciling.

In this essay at first I will pick up some articles which explain the causes of the coup of 19
May, 2000, and show ways to achieve national reconciliation. I recognize that there is a clear
distinction between the opinions of the two Indo-Fijian scholars Subramani and Lal and those
of others, such as Ratuva, Raj and Jalal. The former claim, “It is almost a truism now to say that
this crisis became more about intra-Fijian rivalries than about race,” and that the Indo-Fijians
have nothing to do with it since they do not have any fault in the matter. Thus they defend
“pluralism” in Fiji. However, these are the same politics as those of the colonial era, when the
people of Fiji were divided in the name of “pluralism” or “separatism.” This kind of argument is
regarded as belonging to the last century.

Today in Fiji there are new arguments which demand that each ethnic group must change.
Sitiveni Ratuva, an indigenous Fijian, says that Fiji is a “syncretic” state where “we see the
complex dynamiam between the processes of tension and accommodation.” Indo-Fijian and
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indigenous Fijians stereotype each other. But, he says, “Stereotypes are complex and multi-
dimensional. They may express negative values on one side, but they could also express
positive values on the other.” Thus he searches for a way to national reconciliation and tries to
deconstruct the very significant notion of land (vanua). He explains to his people that land is
not a “timeless eternal being” nor “a spiritual being.” “As a result of incorporation into the world
system and resultant social transformations, the term vanua came to represent a dynamic rather
than a static relationship, which continually redefines the political and cultural configuration of
the Fijian community both in terms of its internal dynamics and external relations with other
ethnic communities.” This kind of argument is not new for Oceania Studies. There are many
discussions about Kastom which was newly constructed under the influence of colonialism
and of commodification of land etc. But it has a significant meaning for an indigenous Fijian to
deconstruct the notion of vanua. That is, he insists that ethnic Fijians must change their notion
of land.

There is also a new political development from Indo-Fijians. George Shiu Raj, Minister for
Multi-Ethnic Affairs, an Indo-Fijian, has learnt the indigenous customs, and has “respected
them and worked and eaten with indigenous Fijians in an open and trusting manner.” Therefore
he said, “Indo-Fijians need to change more towards accepting and respecting the cultures and
traditions of the indigenous people. Get the Fijians to trust you.” Imrana Jalal, also an Indo-Fijian,
said, “Fijian must become the lingua franca of exchange, of social intercourse. All Indians in
Thailand speak Thai. The Indians of Hong Kong speak fluent Chinese. This is the lens through
which we can understand Fijian culture.” And for national reconciliation she asks, “What are
the sacrifices that we are going to have to make? What is the cost of integration?” To end the
communal way of thinking, she says, “We Indo-Fijians need to change. There is little doubt that
indigenous Fijians need to change too but we need to change more than they need to change.”

She explains the reason. “They were the First People of these islands. They are only 400,000
in number. There are over one billion of us racially and ethnically. We came, we settled. Whose
responsibility is it to change more? On us lies the greater responsibility to integrate.” Thus Raj
and Jalal insist that Indo-Fijians must change more than ethnic Fijians.

From the two ethnic groups the moves toward national reconciliation begin. But these are
not sufficient to change their attitudes. After the mutual criticism of the last century all Fijian
people must begin to reconsider their own way of thinking. For national reconciliation and
rebuilding the nation each group must sacrifice something. It is impossible today for Indo-
Fijians to abandon their ambitions for political power and business success. The only other
option is for them to surrender in the cultural sphere. If indigenous Fijians offer again the land
lease to Indo-Fijians and the latter resign their mother tongue in the official sphere to integrate
themselves into a new Fijian culture, all Fijian people will share this new cultural “Fijianness.”
This can be one way to national reconciliation. It may be time for all Fijians to declare this
“Fijianness” as their national slogan for the new century.
