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The aim of this paper is to examine the formative phase of Oriya identity, discussing
the Oriya language controversy during the short period of 1867-1870 in coastal Orissa
or Orissa proper (ceded to the East India Company in 1803).

The Oriya language controversy began with a series of negative suggestions on the
status of the language made by British officers and Bengali intellectuals. They treated
it as language yet to be standardized and thus to be assimilated into the more advanced
Bengali. The educated Oriya intellectuals tried to deny the allegations and strengthen
the independent status of the Oriya language mainly through their newly floated Oriya
newspapers. It was precisely at this moment that a few Oriyas began to form their
Oriya identity.

In this study the main stress falls on the ambiguous situations surrounding a
restricted number of Oriya intellectuals who played a decisive role in carving out an
Oriya identity. As Oriya was still immature as a modern language, these selected
intellectuals stood on the boundaries of Oriyas and Bengalis in more than one sense.
These marginal few had a scope for identifying themselves as Oriyas. In fact they
managed to attain to their Oriya identity by regarding Bengalis as others during the
controversy.

This is a part of a lengthy saga leading to the formation of the province of Orissa
(1936). The subsequent phases like the dissemination of Oriya identity, the Oriya
nationalist movement and the formation of a separate statue for Oriyas should be dealt

with in another paper.
